TIL ORIENTERING 
Nye studieordninger er online på studieportalen og træder i kraft 1. september  
De nye studieordninger, årgang 2022, er synlige på studieportalen og træder i kraft pr. 1. september 2022. 
Alle obligatoriske kursusudbud tilhørende nye studieordninger er ligeledes synlige i kursuskataloget. Vær 
opmærksom på, at afsnit 2.1 og 3 opdateres inden studieordningerne træder i kraft med den nyeste 
version af de generelle regler. Disse regler opdateres hvert år i august på baggrund af ændringer i 
bekendtgørelser og universitetsfastsatte regler.  
 
Ændringer til efterårsfag kan ses i kursuskataloget pr. 5. april 
Ændringer til efterårsfag 2022 kan nu ses af kursuskataloget. Ændringerne vil træde i kraft og kunne ses i 
studieordningen pr. 1. september, hvor man også vil kunne se ændringer til forårsfag.  
Hvis du underviser i et fag i efteråret, vil det derfor være en god idé at orientere dig i faget i 
kursuskataloget, før du starter din planlægning af efterårets undervisning, da der kan være sket mindre 
ændringer i faget. 
 
Valgfag og profilfag for efteråret 2022 kan nu ses i kursuskataloget 
Alle valgfag og profilfag for efteråret 2022 er nu synlige i kursuskataloget. Dette inkluderer to nye profilfag 
med titlerne ”Digital technologies in the humanities” og ”Sustainability as a Way of Life: Critical, 
Contemplative and Experiential Engagements”. Tilmeldingsperioden for de studerende er 1.- 5. maj. 
 
Udvidelse af pilotprojekt med studiestartsprøver på alle kandidatuddannelser i 2 år 
Prodekanen for uddannelse på Arts har efter indstilling fra Uddannelsesforum Arts besluttet at forsætte 
pilotprojektet med studiestartsprøver på kandidatuddannelser i 2 år gældende fra 1. september 2022. 
Samtidig udvides pilotprojektet til at omfatte alle kandidatuddannelser på Arts. Studiestartsprøven vil blive 
afholdt som en spørgeskemaundersøgelse, da det er den mest ressourceoptimale model, som ikke 
pålægger fagmiljøerne yderligere administrative opgaver. 
 
Beslutningen bunder i de gode erfaringer, der er gjort under det første pilotprojekt med studiestartsprøver.   
Erfaringerne fra pilotprojektet viser, at studiestartsprøver har virket efter hensigten med at få identificeret 
studerende, der ikke reelt er begyndt på den ansøgte uddannelse (de såkaldte spøgelsesstuderende) og få 
dem udmeldt inden 1. oktober uden at ramme studerende, der reelt har påbegyndt deres uddannelse. 
Studiestartsprøverne sikrer derved mere valide tal for optagelse og frafald på uddannelserne, hvilket er 
grunden til, at studiestartsprøver nu udvides til alle kandidatuddannelser. 
 
Studiestartsprøver vil dog kun blive afholdt på kandidatuddannelsernes hovedlinjer (de såkaldte A-linjer på 
120 ECTS), og vil kun gælde ved sommeroptaget. Der afholdes således ikke studiestartsprøver på 
kombinationslinjer med kandidattilvalg (gymnasielinjer også kaldet B-linjer) eller ved vinteroptag (meget få 
uddannelser og studerende), da der meget sjældent er spøgelsesstuderende på disse. 
 
Studiestartsprøverne vil fremgå af studieordningerne pr. 1. september 2022 for de berørte linjer.

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Beslutningen betyder, at fra 1. september 2022 vil alle nyoptagne studerende på en A-linje i forbindelse 
med deres studiestart modtage en mail til deres AU-mailadresse med anmodning om at udfylde et 
spørgeskema samt information om og instruktion i, hvordan de gennemfører studiestartsprøven ved at 
uploade et dokument i Digital Eksamen. De studerende har to forsøg til studiestartsprøven. 

Der anvendes samme spørgeskema som i 2020 og 2021 (udformet af Arts Karriere i samarbejde med VEST 
og godkendt af prodekanen). Arts Studier forestår al afvikling og registrering af resultater for prøven. 
 
Ny beskikkelsesperiode og ændringer af censorkorps pr. 1.april 2022 
1. april 2022 starter den nye beskikkelsesperiode. Perioden løber i 4 år. I forbindelse med den nye 
beskikkelsesperiode træder en lang række censorkorpssammenlægninger og navneændringer i kraft. Disse 
ændringer er resultatet af et ønske om at skabe stærkere faglige censorkorps på tværs af de humanistiske 
fakulteter. 
Ændringerne af censorkorps er synlige i de relevante studieordninger på studieportalen pr. 1. april 2022. 

Arts Uddannelsesdag 2022 er nu afholdt  
Arts Uddannelsesdag 2022 blev afholdt på Godsbanen d. 15. marts, hvor ca. 80 ansatte og studerende var 
samlet for at drøfte emnet ”Det særligt humanistiske”. 
Dagen bød på oplæg fra tidligere studerende om deres erfaringer i offentlige og private virksomheder, 
eksterne eksperters blik på humanister og hvad humaniora særligt kan bidrage med og hvordan Arts som 
uddannelsesinstitution kan bidrage til at gøre dette tydeligere.

Årlig status og uddannelsesevalueringer 2022 
Medio april modtager afdelingsledere og UN-forpersoner dette års datamateriale til brug i forbindelse med 
årlig status og uddannelsesevalueringerne. Data findes også i Power BI, som præsenteres på online 
workshops i uge 16. 
 
Pæn tilfredshed med studiemiljøet efter endnu et corona-år 
AU’s studerende er overordnet godt tilfredse med deres studiemiljø trods endnu et år præget af corona. 
Det viser resultaterne af Danmarks Studieundersøgelse også kaldet Studiemiljøundersøgelse (SMU). 
Undersøgelsen viser dog også, at de studerendes generelle trivsel trænger til et løft – og her handler det i 
høj grad om at få genskabt studielivet på campus, siger prorektor Berit Eika. 
Afdelingsleder og UN-forpersoner får tilsendt undersøgelsen i forbindelse med udsendelse af datamateriale 
til årlig status medio april. Kan man ikke vente, er man velkommen til dykke ned i resultaterne for de 
enkelte uddannelser i emnerapport 014 i Power BI.

USEFUL INFORMATION 
New academic regulations on the study portal  
The new academic regulations for 2022 can now be seen on the study portal and come into force on 1 
September 2022. All compulsory courses under the new academic regulations can also be seen in the 
course catalogue. Please note that sections 2.1 and 3 will be updated before the academic regulations 
come into force with the newest version of the general rules. These rules are updated in August each year, 
based on amendments of ministerial orders and rules laid down by the university.  
 
Changes in autumn courses 
Changes in the autumn courses for 2022 can now be seen in the course catalogue. These changes come 
into force and can be seen in the academic regulations as of 1 September, when changes in spring courses 
can also be seen.  
So if you are teaching any courses this autumn, it is a good idea to check the course catalogue before 
starting to plan your teaching, because minor changes may have been made. 
 
Elective courses and profile courses in autumn 2022 
All the elective courses and profile courses in the autumn of 2022 can now be seen in the course catalogue. 
There are two new profile courses entitled “Digital Technologies in the Humanities” and “Sustainability as a 
Way of Life: Critical, Contemplative and Experiential Engagements”, respectively. Students can register for 
these courses on 1-5 May. 
 
Expansion of pilot project on commencement of studies exams  
On the recommendation by the Arts Forum for Education, the vice-dean for education has decided to 
continue the pilot project on commencement of studies exams on Master’s degree programmes for two 
years from 1 September 2022. At the same time, the pilot project will be expanded to include all Master’s 
degree programmes at Arts. The commencement of studies exam will be conducted as a questionnaire 
survey, as it is the most resource-saving method and does not impose additional administrative tasks on 
the departments. 
 
The decision is based on the positive experience gained during the first pilot project involving 
commencement of studies exams.   
The results of the pilot project show that commencement of studies exams have worked as intended with 
regard to identifying the students who have not actually started on the degree programme they have 
applied for (so-called ghost students) and withdrawing them before 1 October without it affecting the 
students who have started on their degree programme. The commencement of studies exams thereby 
provide more valid admission and dropout figures, which is why they will now be conducted on all Master’s 
degree programmes.

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However, commencement of studies exams will only be conducted on the main tracks of the Master’s 
degree programmes (the so-called A tracks comprising 120 ECTS credits) and only in connection with 
summer admissions. This means that commencement of studies exams will not be conducted on combined 
tracks with Master’s supplementary subjects (targeted at upper secondary school teaching – also called B 
tracks) or in connection with winter admissions (only a few degree programmes and students), as ghost 
students are rarely found on these degree programmes. 
 
The commencement of studies exams can be found in the academic regulations as of 1 September 2022 for 
the tracks concerned. 
 
The decision means that from 1 September 2022, all newly enrolled students on an A track will receive an 
email when they start their degree programme. The email will be sent to their AU address and will contain 
a request to fill out a questionnaire as well as information about the commencement of studies exam and 
instructions on how to complete it in the Digital Exams system. The students have two attempts to pass the 
commencement of studies exam. 

The questionnaire is the same as the one used in 2020 and 2021 (produced by Arts Karriere in collaboration 
with VEST and approved by the vice-dean). Arts Studies Administration is responsible for the exam 
procedure and for registering the exam results. 
 
New term of appointment and changes to bodies of external co-examiners 
The new term of appointment begins on 1 April 2022, and it runs for four years. In connection with the new 
term of appointment, a large number of changes will be made to the composition and names of the bodies 
of external co-examiners. These changes are the result of a wish to create stronger academic bodies of 
external co-examiners across faculties of the humanities. 
The changes to the bodies of external co-examiners can be seen in the relevant academic regulations on 
the study portal as of 1 April 2022. 

Arts Education Fair 2022 has now been conducted  
Arts Education Fair 2022 took place at Godsbanen on 15 March, where approx. 80 staff members and 
students were gathered to discuss the topic “the essence of the humanities” (det særligt humanistiske). 
The fair included presentations by former students on their experiences in public and private companies, 
external experts’ perspectives on graduates of the humanities and what the humanities can contribute in 
particular, and how Arts as an educational institution can help make this clearer.  
You can read more about the fair and find a summary of the group discussions and videos of the 
presentations here.  
 
Annual status review and degree programme evaluations 2022 
In mid-April, the heads of department and chairs of degree programme boards will receive this year’s data 
for use in connection with the annual status review and degree programme evaluations. This data is also 
available in Power BI, which will be presented in online workshops in week 16 (19-22 April). 
 
Students generally satisfied with their learning environment after yet another year of Covid 
AU’s students are generally quite satisfied with their learning environment, despite another year marked by 
Covid. These are the results of the Danish Student Survey, also called the Study Environment Survey. 
However, the survey also indicates that there is room for improvement in student well-being – and 
according to Pro-rector Berit Eika, a big part of the solution is reviving on-campus student life.
