Studying abroad in 2022-2023

Despite the current challenges caused by Covid-19, students are still motivated to and want to go on
exchange.

A total of 1,529 students at Aarhus University had applied for a place on the exchange programme in the
academic year 2022-23 by the December deadline. At the Faculty of Arts, 462 students have applied for a
total of 2,780 priorities, which is the largest number of applicants registered at Arts. The students will know
in January whether their application has been approved. Based on the received applications, approx. 350
students will be accepted to the exchange programme in 2022-23.
