Guidance sessions for students delayed in spring 2022
Over the past weeks, student counsellors at all three schools have been holding biannual guidance sessions

with Bachelor’s and Master’s degree students who are more than 30 ECTS credits behind in their degree
programme and who have taken up the offer to discuss this with a student counsellor.

In spring 2022, an email containing the offer of a guidance session was sent to 716 students, which overall
is slightly fewer than in spring 2021.

Reasons for delay:

According to the students who have already been in touch with us, the main reasons for the delay were
iliness, personal matters and maternity/paternity/parental leave. Another important reason was the lack of
credit transfer, while a small group of students mentioned the lack of well-being and motivation as well as
academic challenges.

As in previous years, students who only need to submit their Master’s thesis were not included.

Students who wanted a guidance session were able to choose whether it should be an online or in-person
session.
