Tilmelding til valgfaq i efteraret 2024

Den 1.-5. maj skal de studerende gnske valgfag for efterarssemesteret 2024. | efterarssemesteret er der
mange valgmuligheder for de studerende. Der bliver udbudt over 200 valgfag nogenlunde ligeligt fordelt pa
de tre institutter. Stgrstedelen af uddannelserne har IV-fag pa 3. semester, og her er der en pulje pa 25 fag.
De studerende tilmelder sig valgfag via STADS. Nar tilmeldingsperioden er slut, beslutter studielederne (for
IV-fagene) eller afdelingsleder (for alle andre valgfag), hvilke kurser der skal oprettes, og de studerende
fordeleles pa de udbudte valgfag. De studerende, der ikke far en plads pa deres prioriterede valgfag pga.
aflysning eller deltagerbegraensning, far mulighed for at blive eftertilmeldt et andet valgfag med ledig plads.

Ca. 1000 specialestuderende har indsendt formularer til censorudpegning
Specialestuderende med afleveringsfrist d. 3. juni, havde frist for at indsende formularen til
censorudpegning d. 22. april. UVAEKA har d. 24. april modtaget 1000 formularer fra de studerende pa
tveers af hele Arts ud af ca. 1300 specialestuderende. UVAEKA er i gang med at bestille censorer til
specialerne.

Tak for samarbejdet om E24 - planlcegningen af undervisningen for F25 er i gang

UVAEKA takker for et godt samarbejde om undervisningsplanleegningen for efterarssemesteret 2024.
Efterarssemesterets skemaer blev publiceret d. 12. april.

Forarssemesteret 2024 naermer sig nu sin afslutning, og det betyder, at der er taget hul pa opgaven med at
fa naeste forars skemaer pa plads, sa de kan publiceres i oktober. UVEEKA skyder processen i gang i starten
af maj, og afdelingerne indmelder planlaegningsinformation senest d. 7. juni. Herefter laegges skemaerne ud
fra de indmeldte behov.

Forsinkelsessamtaler F2024

Studie- og trivselsvejlederne (VEST) har siden starten af april afholdt faste, halvarlige vejledningssamtaler
med Arts studerende, der er mere end 30 ECTS forsinkede i forhold til normeret studieplan, og som har
takket ja til tilbuddet om at fa en samtale med en fuldtidsvejleder.

De forsinkede studerende angiver - dels via survey og dels via samtaler - sygdom, personlige forhold og
barsel som de primaere arsager. Naeststgrste arsag til forsinkelse er manglende meritoverfgrsel, mens en
mindre gruppe af studerende anfgrer, at de er forsinkede pga. manglende motivation, manglende trivsel
samt faglige udfordringer. Lig tidligere ar er studerende, der kun mangler specialet ikke medtaget.
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Bemaerk, at udviklingen i forsinkelsestallene fra ar til ar bedst ses i det store billede — og ikke pa
uddannelsesniveau. Hertil bliver talmaterialet ofte for smat til at kunne sige noget reelt om udviklingen.
Desuden kan talmaessige udsving pga. eksempelvis manglende meritoverfgrsel og barsel baere praeg af stor
grad af tilfaeldighed. @nskes tal pa uddannelsesniveau henvises derfor til at indhente tal fra PowerBl om fx
forstearsfrafald, gennemfgrselstid og studieintensitet.

USEFUL INFORMATION

Registration for elective courses in autumn 2024

On 1-5 May, students can register for elective courses in the autumn semester 2024. There are many
different elective courses to choose from in the autumn semester. More than 200 elective courses are
offered, with a more or less equal division between the three schools. Most of the degree programmes
offer internationalisation electives — 25 courses in total — in the third semester.

Students register for elective courses via STADS. At the end of the registration period, the directors of
studies (for internationalisation electives) or the heads of department (for all other elective courses) decide
which courses will be offered, and the students are divided between the courses. Students who do not get
a place on their preferred elective course (for example due to cancellations or restrictions on the number of
course participants) will have the chance to register for another elective course with vacant places.

Approx. 1,000 Master’s thesis students have submitted an external co-examiner form
For Master’s thesis students with the submission deadline 3 June, the deadline for submitting the form
used to appoint external co-examiners was 22 April. On 24 April, UVAEKA had received 1,000 forms from
the approx. 1,300 Master’s thesis students across the faculty. UVAEKA is in the process of appointing
external co-examiners for the Master’s theses.

Thank you for your help planning autumn 2024 - we have started planning spring 2025
UVAEKA appreciates the good collaboration on the planning of courses for the autumn semester 2024. The
autumn semester’s timetables were published on 12 April.

The 2024 spring semester is drawing to a close, which means that the task of timetabling next year’s spring
semester has begun, so that the timetables can be published in October. UVAEKA will start the process at
the beginning of May, and the departments must submit any information regarding timetabling no later
than on 7 June. After the deadline, the timetabling work will begin based on the information provided.

Guidance sessions for students who have fallen behind, spring 2024

Since the beginning of April, student counsellors and student welfare counsellors have been holding
scheduled, biannual guidance sessions with Arts students who have fallen more than 30 ECTS credits
behind in their degree programme according to the prescribed study plan, and who have taken up the offer
to discuss this with a full-time student counsellor.

Based on student surveys and guidance sessions, the main reasons why the students have fallen behind in
their degree programme are illness, personal matters and parental leave. Another important reason is the
lack of credit transfer, while a small group of students mentioned the lack of motivation and well-being as
well as academic challenges. As in previous years, students who have finished their degree programme
apart from their Master’s thesis were not included.

Note that the development from year to year in the number of students who have fallen behind should be
seen at a more general level — and not at degree programme level. The numbers are often too small to
conclude anything regarding the development at degree programme level. In addition, fluctuations in the
number of students who have fallen behind due to, for example, a lack of credit transfer or parental leave
can be very random. If you want to see, for example, first-year drop-out rates, completion time and time on
task at degree programme level, you can find the numbers in Power BI.

Fcellesskabsfif — a tool to establish or boost a sense of community in a class
Feellesskabsfif is a tool that has been developed based on the well-being coordinator’s participation in
almost 20 degree programme board meetings during the winter 2023-24. Here, several students have
expressed that it can be difficult to create a good sense of community in the class. This is precisely what
Feellesskabsfif can help them with.

What?
- Asimple tool to establish or boost a sense of community in a class
Who?
- Can be facilitated by a tutor, a student instructor, a teacher or possibly the class itself
Why?
- Everyone in the class is involved in planning the activities
- The class will get to know each other across any groups which have already been established
- Dates for activities are set at an early stage
- Tasks are delegated at an early stage
For how long?
- It should take no more than one and a half hours
