Election circular
Circular of 11 September 2024 regarding the calling of elections at Aarhus University in autumn 2024.

The election circular is determined in accordance with the by-laws of Aarhus University approved by the Board 28 May 2021 and by the Minister for Science, Innovation and Higher Education on 22 June 2021. 

The election circular is also determined in accordance with Aarhus University’s election rules of 1 June 2024.

ARTICLE 1
General rules and regulations for holding elections
1.1.
Elections are held to the Aarhus University Board, the academic councils, the PhD committees and the boards of studies. 

Article 4 states which election groups have voting rights to the individual bodies.

1.2
Individuals who fall under one of the election groups mentioned in Article 3 on 1 September 2024 or the time at which the election is held are set up in the e-vote system and are thereby entitled to vote and are eligible for election. Individuals who are on leave for a period of more than 12 months on 1 September 2024 or on the date of the election are not set up in the e-vote system and are thereby not entitled to vote or eligible for election. 

1.3
Elections are based on lists according to a system of proportional representation with the option of forming list pacts and electoral pacts.  

Elections are held electronically. All ballots are secret.

ARTICLE 3
Election groups
The electorate is divided into eight election groups:

3.1
Election group I (full-time academic staff) comprises staff members working 18.5 hours per week or more in positions covered by ministerial order on job structure for academic staff at universities and not defined in the memorandum as part-time positions. Clinical professors and clinical associate professors are considered the equivalent of full-time academic staff whose main job is at the university. This election group includes staff in positions covered by the circular on the BScEng and Global Business Engineering programmes. Staff with late-career agreements and staff in flexi-jobs belong to this election group regardless of weekly working hours.

3.2
Election group II (full-time PhD students) comprises staff enrolled in a PhD programme working 18.5 hours a week or more as PhD students at AU. Staff with late-career agreements and staff in flexi-jobs belong to this election group regardless of weekly working hours.

3.3
Election group III (part-time academic staff and lecturers) comprises other staff members covered by ministerial order on job structure for academic staff at universities, and whose employment involves a minimum of 100 salaried hours during the semester in which the election is called, or 200 salaried hours in total during the academic year in question. Clinical instructors in dentistry, including senior clinical instructors of dentistry regardless of weekly working hours, belong to the group of part-time academic staff and lecturers. The election group also comprises teaching assistants and AC lecturers at the Department of Dentistry and Oral Health regardless of weekly working hours. Persons employed under the SUL (the national association of student workers) collective agreement do not belong to this election group. Staff with late-career agreements and staff in flexi-jobs belong to this election group regardless of weekly working hours.

3.4
Election group IV (technical and administrative staff) comprises all technical and administrative staff members working an agreed minimum of 18½ hours per week. Staff with late-career agreements and staff in flexi-jobs belong to this election group regardless of weekly working hours.       

3.5
Election group V (full-time students) comprises students enrolled at the university in full-time degree programmes. Pregraduate research students belong to this group.

3.6
Election group VI (part-time students) comprises students enrolled at the university in part-time degree programmes.

3.7
Election group VII (non-employed PhD students not enrolled in a Master’s degree programme) comprises PHD students enrolled in a PhD programme at AU.

3.8
Election group VIII (non-employed PhD students enrolled in a Master’s degree programme) comprises PhD students enrolled in a PhD programme at AU who are also enrolled in a Master’s degree programme.

The rector, pro-rector, university director, director of Enterprise and Innovation, deans, vice-deans and heads of department/school are not eligible for election to the board or to the other governing bodies.

Election periods

PhD committees: 	Election Groups II, VII og VIII are elected for the period 1 February 2025 – 31 January 2026.

Boards of studies:	Election Groups V, VI, og VIII are elected for the period 1 February 2025 – 31 January 2026.

	
ARTICLE 6
Election lists
6.1
The Election Committee is responsible for setting up individuals entitled to vote in the e-election on the basis of their place of employment or enrolment as of 1 September 2024. Voting rights and eligibility only apply within one election group, for one of several parallel governing bodies, and for one election area within a single body. However, the rector may grant someone voting rights and eligibility for election to several parallel bodies. Individuals affiliated with several areas may communicate where they wish to exercise their voting rights and eligibility before 16.00 on 4 October 2024. If no such statement is made, the rector decides where the rights are to be exercised.

The name and election group of each eligible voter is to be listed, along with an overview of the elections he or she is eligible to participate in. Voters in election groups V and VIII are set up with the election rights for their enrolment subject. It is not possible to switch election rights to supplementary subjects.

6.2 
Eligible voters can check their voting rights by logging on the election system at www.au.dk/valg. 

All eligible voters have the right to raise objections about errors in the election lists with regard to their own situation. Objections must be submitted using the form at www.au.dk/valg. Objections must be received by the Election Secretariat before 16.00 on 4. October 2024. It is the sender's responsibility to ensure that objections are delivered to the Election Secretariat in due time.

6.3  
Voters who belong to more than one election group are set up according to criteria determined by the election secretariat, see annex 1. By giving notice before 16.00 on 4 October 2024 these voters can choose to exercise their voting rights in a different election group. 

6.4 
No changes in the set-up of the e-election system can be demanded after 16.00 on 4 October 2024. However, the Election Committee will continue to correct any errors drawn to its attention for as long as it is practically possible. 

6.5
No one who is not set up in the e-election system for a given area at the beginning of the election is entitled to vote in the election for the area in question.

ARTICLE 7
Nomination of candidates
7.1
Notification of candidate lists must be submitted electronically. Lists of candidates must be submitted by the list coordinator to the Election Secretariat by 11 October 2024 at 12.00 noon. It is the sender's responsibility to ensure that the list is delivered to the Election Secretariat in due time. 

7.2
Lists of candidates are approved by the Election Committee and posted at www.au.dk/valg. The Election Committee is not responsible for publishing any additional information.

7.3
The order of the approved candidate lists is determined by a draw after expiry of the deadline for nominations and before publication of the candidate lists.

In case of open lists, candidates will be registered alphabetically by surname. In case of prioritized lists, candidates will be registered in the order they are listed.

7.4
Objections to published lists of candidates must be submitted to the Election Committee via the Election Secretariat in writing on the form at www.au.dk/valg by 6 November 2024 at 12:00 noon.

7.5
If so requested, approved lists of candidates will appear on the ballot with a name proposed by the submitters of the list to be approved by the Election Committee. Lists which are submitted without a proposed name will be assigned a name by the Election Committee. 

ARTICLE 8
List pacts and electoral pacts

8.1
It is possible to form:
a)	list pacts between individual lists
b)	electoral pacts between individual lists and list pacts
c)	electoral pacts between list pacts

8.2
List pacts and electoral pacts may be formed electronically in the e-election system. The list coordinator sends a request about list pact or electoral pact to all candidates of the list. If no one objects to the request no later than 6 November 2024 at 12:00 noon, the list pact or electoral pact has been formed.

8.3
Notification of list pacts and electoral pacts must be given to the Election Secretariat by 28 October 2024 at 12:00 noon. It is the sender's responsibility to ensure that notification is delivered to the Election Secretariat in due time.

These list pacts and electoral pacts are then approved by the Election Secretariat and posted at www.au.dk/valg.

Objections to published list pacts and electoral pacts must be submitted to the Election Committee via the Election Secretariat in writing on the form at www.au.dk/valg by 6 November 2024 at 12.00 noon.

ARTICLE 9
Cancellation of ballot

9.1
If only one candidate is nominated for an election to a seat within an election area, the election will be uncontested, and no votes will be cast. This applies regardless of whether the candidates are listed in ranked or non-ranked order, and regardless of whether there are multiple candidate lists.

If all the candidates nominated are on the same list, the election will also be uncontested, and no vote will be held, unless more non-ranked candidates are nominated than seats to be filled.

The Election Committee announces the results of the elections and any draws, if applicable, at an Election Committee meeting 18 November 2024 and by publishing them at www.au.dk/election. Deadline for publishing the result is 19 November 2024.

ARTICLE 13
Election protocol
13.1
When the votes have been tallied up, the chair of the Election Committee adds precise details regarding this to the election protocol, so that statements for each election provide details of how the votes were distributed among the different individuals and candidate lists, how the mandates were allotted to these in numerical order, what distribution number was used as a basis for each candidate list, how many personal votes were cast for the candidates, how the list votes were distributed among the candidates and which members were declared elected. 

In addition to the final statement regarding the elections, the election protocol must contain details of the number of nomination lists submitted, the names of those nominated as well as list pacts and electoral pacts.

ARTICLE 14
Complaints regarding elections
14.1 
Complaints about an election must be submitted in writing to the rector, who solicits a recommendation from the Election Committee and subsequently makes a decision regarding the matter.

The deadline for complaints is 26 November 2024 at 12:00 noon.

If a decision is made in favour of the complainant, and this ruling affects other individuals with voting rights, they must be informed of the decision and that they can complain about it within four working days (except Saturdays) of receiving the notice. 

ARTICLE 15
Election decision
15.1
Provided no complaints have been submitted by the deadline stated in Article 14, or submitted complaints have been settled, the elections are regarded as finally decided.

Reservations are made concerning future amendments to Aarhus University by-laws.
